• Begin networking, to bring into the school new ideas and research for 
thinking about teaching & making your school more viable.

• This involves:
- interacting with a wide range of individuals e.g. Community members 

and stakeholders 
- establishing link with other schools and setting up cluster schools.
- sharing expertise for in-service training by bring two or three school 

teams together for training (less cost for each school)
- sharing material resources e.g. PA systems, multimedia, joint/shared 

subscriptions to funding sites or preparing joint proposals
- sharing our creative ideas etc.
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SOLICITING FUNDS & 
GRANT/PROPOSAL WRITING

•Subscribe to a site that will help you to 
identify available grants & match         
available funding to your particular needs.

•Two or more schools should come together 
and collaborate to share the cost of the 
subscription to the site.

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SOLICITING FUNDS & 
GRANT/PROPOSAL WRITING

•If possible, join with another school to write a proposal and 
submit a joint application for funding.

•Trust and openness is required to jointly write a proposal.
•Many funders will approve/grant funding when they see 

that there is collaboration. 
•Develop the expertise within your school team by training 

staff in proposal writing & encouraging writing among staff 
to boost school resources.

•Consider joining together to hire a development/funding 
raising officer who can dedicate time to researching and 
match funding to your needs. A worthwhile investment!

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ACCOUNTABILITY

•Funders require a high level of accountability.
•Stick to the line items that have been approved for funding.
•Any variation to the line item must be 1st approved by your 

funder.
•Keep clear records of expenditures and receipts etc. (some 

funders require that you send in original or copies of 
receipts).

•Send in progress and financial reports on time (dates are 
usually given ςeither quarterly, or if it is a short project at 
the end of the project.
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
